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 AMPP Roll-Out 2021 

 

1. ACRONYM 

      AMPP as most of you know, is an ACRONYM for Adopt Members of Parliament for Prayer 

This Project was launched in 2017-2020 Term of Parliament.  There are at least 2 ways in 

which we seek to implement the exhortation to pray for Government in 1 Tim 2:1-2: 

(a) Prayer @ Parliament events in Wellington 

(b) AMPP Project – Praying for every MP (120) throughout the Nation. 

 

2. REORGANISATION 

With massive changes in the configuration of the 53rd Parliament, we have to go back and 

reorganize the allocation of MPs to Project Supporters (both present and future).  Of course 

the vision remains the same.  Pray for every MP (120) during the whole term of Parliament 

(3 years).

4. AMPP Roll-Out 

Rolling out the AMPP project and allocating both Electorate and List MPs Nation-wide takes 

at least a few months.  In the meantime I am looking for 120 Prayer @ Parliament members 

who for an interim period, 19 March to 30 June 2021 (just over 3 months) will take the 

responsibility of praying for only ONE MP at least twice a month.

7. ALL MP’S ARE SERVANTS OF GOD (Rom 12) 

It is important to bear in mind, that we pray for all MPs whether they are Christians or not, 

whether you support them or their party or not.  You are praying because he/she is an MP 

and part of the legislative process of parliament; because they are involved 

in a God-ordained institution namely, human government; they are designated three times 

as ‘servants of God’ in (Rom 13:1-7) in the broadest sense.  In the narrower sense a person 

who is described as a servant of God, is a devoted Christian who is conscientiously serving 

the Lord in the spiritual arena (Rom 1:1). 
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8. PRAYER POINTS 

If you join please, 

a) Pray that they will make a constructive contribution while they are in Parliament. 

b) Pray for their families 

c) Pray for their salvation, if they are not Christians (this information can be obtained 

through the MP’s office by asking if the MP is a follower of any particular faith. 

Sometimes it is difficult to get this information from them. 

d) Pray for their protection.

Those who want to join the project for a whole year or more can register on our website.  

Even if you were an AMPP participant in the last term of Parliament you must register again 

as your list MP and Electorate MP may have changed.

Parliament on 18 March 2021.  This will be of great help.  Please bring a copy of this 

email with you for reference.

I thank you sincerely for reading about it thus far and I hope you will be able to join at least 

the interim project, if not the longer term project.  I must emphasise this project is entirely 

voluntary.
